ELIGIBILITY & ENTRY PROCESS

e Paintings should be executed outdoors from real life, without the use of photographs.

Both painter and subject matter must be outdoors during the execution of the artwork.

Artists may choose any subject matter outdoors within the Charleston area.

This event will be held rain or shine, so come prepared!

Blank Canvas or board must be stamped with the NOAPS stamp.

Artwork must be started and completed in its entirety May 5 and/or 6, 2021.

Artwork must be executed in Oils or Acrylics ONLY.

Maximum painting size 320 square inches unframed. Example: 16” x 20” = 320 sq. inches.

The “NOAPS” stamp provided at registration must be visible on the back of each painting.

All paintings must be framed and ready to hang for display. No exceptions.

Artwork will be displayed for jurying and for sale at Principle Gallery.

Deliver Paintings: Paintings must be delivered to Principle Gallery, framed and ready to hang on

Thursday, May 6, 4:00 pm to 5:00 pm or Friday, May 7, 8:00 am to 9:00 am.

Painting Sale: Friday, May 7" and Saturday, May 8" from 10:00 am to the close of each business day.

8, between 4:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. or by arrangement with the gallery.
